                             Town Hall Meeting 
Several years ago a well known pastor said that every 
church should be able to ask and answer two essential 
questions. The first question is “What is your business?” 
The second question is “How is business?” The first 
question is easy to answer. Our business was declared by 
Jesus when He gave us His Great Commission. We are to 
go into the world and make disciples. However, before 
we can make disciples, we must understand what a  
disciple looks like.  
      Several months ago Rick Acord and Jeff Randall 
started a weekly Sunday School teacher’s meeting. In this 
meeting the Sunday School teachers studied a book titled 
“Simple Church.” The whole focus of this book was  
centered on the question “what does a disciple look like.” 
During these training sessions those attending learned 
that discipleship can only take place if it is done  
intentionally! They also learned that every ministry in our 
church must plug into the disciple making process. Over 
the last month I have met weekly with Chester, Rick and 
Jeff. In these meetings we have asked the question “Now 
what?”  
    Last Sunday Bro. Chester mentioned that we would be 
having a “Town Hall” type meeting in the fellowship hall. 
The purpose of this meeting would be to discuss the  
concept of intentional disciple making. Now that we 
know we must make disciples, it is time to learn how to 
do it. This is why we want to have an open meeting for 
the church.  
     On Saturday, February 23, from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 
a.m. we will meet in the fellowship hall. From 8-9 there 
will be a breakfast and general fellowship. At 9:00 we 
will start with our meeting. It will be a panel discussion 
led by Bro. Mark, Bro. Chester, Rick Acord and Jeff  
Randall. What we want to do is discuss what, how, and 
why we must move towards an intentional disciple 
 making process. After this panel discussion, we desire to 
address any questions the fellowship has about the  
disciple making process.
